first seven months of 2009 the Society’s income $&486
and expenses $11,093, while the Education and dSurodj
Fund income was $12,459 and expenses $5,302.

Gloria Tucker also submitted a membership repbowing
196 members paid up for 2009, compared to 2153682nd
237 for 2007. These figures do not include the fifembers
of the Society.

Harry Macy summarized the report of the Archivhilip
Blocklyn, which described new materials acquired thg
Society during the previous twelve months and thgoing
process of adding the Society’s holdings to théniges. The
archives section of the website has been updateeflaxt the
year’'s work. Harold Campbell expressed the Sosdhanks
to Philip Blocklyn.

Harry Macy, Jr., Director for Library, Museum & Aqtiities

During the past year our Archivist, Philip Bldgk, has
continued our long-term project to inventory ancserve the
Society’s archives. For those of you who are newthe
Society, we have been collecting books, documeats)
images relating to Underhills since our foundinglB92. In
the 1980s we decided that this material shouldebeganized
according to modern archival standards, and thisuldvo
require professional help. Mr. Blocklyn is ther¢hiArchivist
on the project, continuing the work of his predsoces Julia
Clark and John Catanzariti.

The Archivist's recent report to the Board revéel in detail
his work during the period 1 September 2008 — 3hust
2009. In theébook collection he cataloged 23 items belonging
to Benjamin Townsend Underhill (UG #1456), donatad
1999 by Caroline Jenkinson.

Must of the work during the past year dealt witie
collection of original documents of family members. An

A), prepared in 1932, was added to the websitecdased for

The Underhill Society YDNA project is now 6 ysaold.
Progress has been slow but we are up to 20 pantitsp 19 of
those participants did their testing through FaiigeDNA.
One was tested through Ancestry.com and then subsdy
found me in hopes of participating in our projeEbrtunately,
| was able to convert the Ancestry.com format te th
FamilyTreeDNA format and get him included in my gets.
Unfortunately | cannot get his data included onlwi¢h the
rest of our data at FamilyTreeDNA.

The test that we have used is the base 12 m&kethat
costs $99. There are also 37 and 67 marker teaialle but
the 12 marker test is sufficient for most surnamggqets. We
definitively know the YDNA signature of a long-ago
immigrant when we have two modern day men withquzrl 2
for 12 matches for whom that immigrant was theistmecent
common ancestor.

In the listing that follows, | refer to the airigl immigrant to
North America when | say “Descendant of.....” The 20
participants in the project to date consist of:

9 Descendants of Capt. Jol@npf which are perfect 12 for
12 matches and 1 with an 11 for 12 match. That one
individual has a single mutation present. Mutatioare
extremely rare but natural occurrences. What makes
particular mutation interesting is that we knowoitcurred
either with this individual himself or with his far. It is
recent and does not hark back to the misty pasesere.
We know this because this individual's" Icousin also
participated in the project.
